The author does a service in revealing “JW-ese”, which comes with a few 
surprises: they believe Jesus is Abaddon, angel of the bottomless pit, the 
wise men were evil  emissaries  of  Satan,  and the cross  is  a  phallic  sex 
symbol!

Learning each term will make for more effective witnessing to the JWs, 
although  one  would  have  to  take  care  to  avoid  being  noticed  as  an 
“opposer”/“ridiculer” and so avoided.

Abaddon: Jesus Christ.

Abomination of desolation: the League of Nations / U.N.

Abraham’s seed: Jesus Christ plus the 144,000.

Active force: neither deity nor person.

A.D: JW’s prefer to use C.E.

Adam: the first human made with male and female characteristics. Became 
true man only after God removed the feminine part to make Eve.

Alcohol: moderate consumption is approved.

Angel: order to which JW’s assign Christ.

Annual meeting: admission is via ticket only.
Anointed class: 144,000; the only ones going to heaven.

Anthem: forbidden to stand while played.

Antichrist: Christendom’s clergy.

Apostate: these rank below prostitutes, murderers, and child abusers.
